Sandringham Yacht Club’s 
new clubhouse 

is nearing completion and is expected to be open to 
members and available for outside functions from August.

As part of its local support and sponsorship program, 
Menere’s BMW Brighton has been actively involved with 
the Sandringham Yacht Club (SYC) for the past six years.

One of the club’s major events is the SYC Menere’s BMW

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Jon sets sail in his BMW X5

Jon Guymer loves his boat. He and his wife 
Joyce spend much of their leisure time on the 
8.5 metre Magnum trailer-sailer, ‘Jabulani’, 
sailing on Port Phillip and Westernport Bays 
and around the Gippsland Lakes.
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Since buying the boat in 1991 
they have towed 

the craft to a wide variety of sailing holiday locations, 
once as far away as Mackay in northern Queensland 
when Jon and his son Warren spent a month cruising the 
Whitsundays.

‘Jabulani’ is a big boat, the maximum size allowed without 
having to obtain special permits for towing, according 
to Jon, and when it’s fully loaded with equipment and 
provisions for a long trip would tip the scales at around 
two-and-a-half tonnes.

You need to have a strong, reliable tow vehicle to handle 
a boat of that size and weight, particularly on a long 
four-day road trip. So what’s Jon’s vehicle of choice? “A 
2001 silver BMW X5 from Menere’s BMW Brighton, and 
it handles the job absolutely superbly,” he says. “It is also 
great for recovery of the boat on boat ramps which are 
usually wet and slippery. The car’s technology prevents 
wheel spin and automatically transfers power from wheel 
to wheel to avoid slipping.

“Another big advantage when coupling the boat trailer 
to the car is the X5’s Reversing Camera, which enables 
me to accurately reverse the car right on to the tow-ball 
without outside assistance.” 

With comfortable accommodation for four adults and 
equipped with a hot shower, ‘Jabulani’ (Swahili for 
Happy Boy or Happy Place) is normally based at the 
Sandringham Yacht Club, where Jon is a member. Much 
of the summer fi nds the boat on the Gippsland Lakes.

But a few years ago, Jon and Warren decided a month 
sailing around the Whitsundays would be a great 

adventure, so why not tow the boat the 4300-or-so 
kilometre round trip to Mackay and back?

“I’d studied Mechanical Engineering at University 
in Queensland before joining the Army Design 
Establishment where I was involved with Army vehicles, 
particularly four wheel drive vehicles, so I had quite a bit 
of experience with towing and tow vehicles,” Jon said.

“I had also been towing ‘Jabulani’ for a few years, and 
knew the X5 would be ideal for the trip. It didn’t miss a 
beat. The driveability and handling is just so well-sorted.

“The only ‘moments’ came when we were travelling 
between Goondiwindi and Rockhampton in outback 
Queensland on narrow bitumen with broken shoulders 
and with heavy B-double trucks driving at the limit 
coming towards us. On occasions we dropped a wheel 
off the bitumen, but the X5 handled it all in a perfectly 
controllable manner.

“I also appreciate the self leveling air suspension of my 
X5 which contributes to the rig’s stability when towing 
and avoids the need for leveling devices typically used in 
towing of heavy trailer sailers.

“Normally we would drive at the speed limit when it was 
safe to do so with no problems at all.

“We had a wonderful holiday, sailing, fi shing, hiking when 
we were ashore, or just simply relaxing.”

Jon has had the X5 serviced at Menere’s BMW since he 
bought the vehicle and is full of praise for the dealership 
service team. “I’ve never had a problem with the car - 
except self-infl icted ones - and Menere’s have been 
terrifi c, handling every issue I have had.”
